Reading University 

For those that were at the school last year, forget everything we did.  This is a new and improved program.  Each classroom will have a parent to contact if you have questions.  Enjoy!

The purpose of this reading program is to encourage our students to read quality literature, improve writing skills and increase critical and independent thinking and reading.  

Points for Books

Each book has been given points according to the difficulty level, subject matter and vocabulary of the book.  Students will make a reading goal with their teacher to determine how many points worth of books they will read each quarter.  Parents will be notified of this goal at the first Parent/Teacher Conference in October.  The goal will be evaluated and adjusted, as needed each quarter to make sure their goal is equal to their reading level. 

Book Lists

Our Book List can be found at Legacyprep.org under Reading University.  It will also be available at the public libraries and at the school.  Copies for those without internet access can be requested at the school.  There are two lists.  The Master List has over 5,000 books from all reading levels.  The second list is LPA’s Choice List.  This list is the highly recommended quality literature that has been chosen by parents and teachers.  Students will receive more points for reading these books and their two Book Reports per quarter must come from this list.  The Choice List Books will be marked with a (C) and highlighted on the large Master List or you may just refer to the Choice List for these books.  

Book Report and Summaries

Grades 1-6

Summaries will be filled out for each book read until the student has reached their goal.  Copies of the Summaries will be sent home in the beginning of the year.  Parents may make copies.  They may request copies at school or copy them from our website.  Each book is assigned points.  When the student reads a book and fills out a summary, they receive points for that book.  A parent volunteer for each class will keep track of points.  Students and Parents will receive regular updates on their point status.  Please sign these and return them to school.  In addition to the summaries, students will be required to complete 2 Book Reports each quarter.  Due dates will be assigned and will be the same for all grades.  Book Report Forms will be sent home with the student and found on the website.  Students may complete Book Reports early.  The first Book Report each quarter will be done in class. The second Book Report needs to be a work of fiction and will be done at home.  Please help your student if they need it.  Use the Book Report/Rubric form to complete the assignment.  The Rubric will let you know what your student will be graded on.  This will be part of the student’s grade.  

Jr. High students will not do Summaries.  They will complete one Book Report and one Literary Analysis per quarter.  This will be done in English class as part of their curriculum.  

Rewards and Incentives

When students reach their goal for the quarter they will be allowed to attend a party held at the end of each quarter to celebrate their achievement.  The party will take place during school hours.  Examples: movie party, skating party, Read-a-thon, etc.

Adding Books to LPA’s Choice List

If parents wish to add books to the Choice List there is a form available in the office or on LPA’s website that they may fill out and the Book Review Committee will review it.
